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At the edge of a conservation area at 
the heart of a busy West London urban 
landscape, the concept of this mixed 
use development aims to integrate the 
existing building while making 
contemporary statement responding to 
the sensitivities of its historic context.  
The building’s six storeys act as a focal 
point for the area. 
 
A white render wall wraps the whole 
building while brick ‘U’ shape vertical 
elements break the High Street 
Elevations and its corners to create 
inlets for balconies and retail 
entrances.  The top two floors are 
recessed to reduce the bulk of the 
building and its timber cladding with  
 
glazing and louvers help the volume to 
be detached from the High Street, 
giving the opportunity for high-storey 
apartments. 
 
A side courtyard rises above retail 
level and provides a high quality 
amenity space to the residents. 
 

The scheme includes 4 luxury houses, 
30 affordable and 30 private 
apartments with underground parking.  
The active retail frontage is 530sqm 
including retail parking, loading bay 
and space to the rear.
