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87 East Street, Epsom is a vacant 
office building owned by Sanctuary 
Housing Group, who appointed Sprunt 
to carry out  an accommodation and 
site study to develop options to 
maximise the site’s potential.  
 
Initially Sanctuary favoured demolition 
to develop new housing. However, the 
review concluded this was 
inappropriate given the building’s 
location on the high street and 
proposed a foyer residential scheme, 
with childcare facilities as a more 
viable proposition which would also 
attract positive funding support. 
 
The new building will be mixed use 
and provide employment, meeting, 
office and conference spaces for youth 
service agencies as well as the 
opportunity to provide facilities and 
services for the local community. The 
residents will be provided with training 
and support to enable them to secure 
future employment. There are a total of 
45 short-term stay bedsit units which 
include a small bathroom and kitchen 
space. Additional rooms include a 

residents’ laundry, residents’ lounge, 
bin/recycling store, plant room and an 
overnight room. 
 
Official design work for the new 
proposal commenced in June 2012 
and planning approval was grant for 
the proposal on 14 March 2013 with 
work on site planned to start at the end 
of summer 2013.
