This high density, mixed use
regeneration project is an eight storey
development containing 105
‘Intermediate’ tenure flats providing
homes for 300 local Key Workers
above commercial and community
facilities. It benefits the local
community by contributing to the
building of Sustainable Communities
around the new Arsenal Football
Stadium.

The development is built on land
previously occupied by light industrial
units, the majority of which had fallen
into unsightly disuse or disrepair in
recent years. It is in a prominent
location to the rear of the Holloway
Road Underground Station, within the
Arsenal Regeneration Area.

The key objectives of the scheme were
to provide additional housing for Key
Workers in an area of high housing
costs - and thereby support local public
services, to provide a safe
environment for these Key Workers to
inhabit and to regenerate a rundown
part of London through excellent
