The Zone occupies the most
Northern part of the Stonegrove
estate. The site is bounded by a
main route into London, Edgware
Way to the North, Green Lanes to
the South and West, and a
residential development to the
South and East that is currently
under construction. A long and
mature hedge forms a buffer
between the site and Edgware
Way.

The concept for the buildings
draws closely on forms typically
seen in the area such as the
pitched roof and the dormer
window. The use of red brick is
also contextual and is used to
define the character of the place.

The palette is kept simple and
legible and a clear hierarchy of
space is created to help ensure a
safe living environment.
